Mr. Bartholet discussed the State Reclamation Hevolving *und, This fund, originating

v in 1919 by a levy of 1/k mill made on all taxable property in the State, produced an
,\g amount of close to Five Million Dollars by 1927 when the act was repealed by the :
i legislature, This fund i1s administered by the Dept. of Conservation & LUgvelopment and

at the present time there is approximately One kKiliion Dollars in the fund.  Money -

from this fund is made available only by appropriation by the State legislature.

Mr. Bartholet stated that the Dept. was interested in obtaining money from this fund

for making zx studies of ground water reegources. He asked the assistance of the =

Association in securing appraprlatlons from this fund, stating there was use for the

entire remaining balance 1n the fund.

o Mrg Berg spoke. in some detail about the work the Dept,. has dons and is planning to:

~in securing appropriations from the fund. He assurred the members of the cooperation
