CONSTITUTION
of
ASSCCIATION OF WASHINGTCH IRRIGATICN DISTRICTS

ARTICIE 1

The name of this organization shall be the Asscciation of Washington
Irrigation Districts,

ARTICIE 2

The purpose of this association shall be to promote the interest of
irrigation district farmers, and to improve the operation of the organized
irrigation districts of the State of Washington.

ARTICIE 3

The officials of this asscciation shall be a President, two Vice-
Presidents, who shall serve for a term of one year, and ten Directors, who
shall be elected to serve for a term of three years; provided that three of
the first Directors shall serve for one year, three for two years, and four
for three years; and a Secretary-Treasurer vho shall be appointed by the Board
of Direetors, Officials for terms beginning in the ensuing year shall be
elected at the annual membership meeting, and the term of office shall begin
at the close cf the annual meeting at which thev are elected, (¥) Vacancies
in office shall be filled by the Board of Direetors, Abpointees shall hold
office wntil their respective successors are elected at an annual membership
meeting,

ARTICIE /

To secure geographical representation on the Board of Directors, the
State of Washington shall be divided into six director divisions, as defined
in the by-laws of the association, and each of these divisions shall be repre-
sented on the Board of Directors by an eligible resident of the division, and
four members of the board shall be elected at large. The President of this
association shall be Chairman of the Board of Directors,

ARTICLE 5

The Directors of the association shall meet at the close of the annual
membership meeting, organize as a board, select a Secretary-Treasurer, and
make appointments to the advisory committee, Five of the Directors shall
constitute s quorum, provided three director divisions are represented, For
the_purpose of this article, the four Directors at larse shall constitute a
director division, (%)

- ARTICIE 6

Any dues paying landowner, water user, or official in any organized
irrigation district in the state, shall be a member and shall be entitled to
hold oflice, and to volte at any membership meeting, A membership meeting shall
be held at least once in each year abt such time and place as the Directors
shall decide, provided that at least ten days previous notice mist be given
of any membership meeting, Such notice may be given to the membership by mail
or by newspaper publication,
