H, ¥. Danc gave a report on the preasnt gtatus of Highway Rights«ofs
Way Compensation. He advised the group that a case testing the constitutionality
of RCOYW BT7,01.3%00; 2ntitled "Ilump sum payment to district for irrigable lands
asguired for highvay purposes®, is in the making in Xitiites County, thal the
State Highway Commission proposed to take a total of 52 acres of irrigable land
under the Xittitas Reclamation District between Faston and Cie Elume That the
condemnation proceedings is expscted to be twried someitime durdng the latter pavt
of Dacember or early in Januwary. That the came is expected Ho be heard on a
stipulated set of facts and will theresfter be taken up bafore the Supreme Courd
to teat the consiitutionality of the law.

I% ig the contention of the District that the law of the 1959 legisw
lature is comstitutionmal, thait the ssking of lends under the District cohstitules
the taking of an indangible right running with the land, ithat in effect imposes
an equitable servitude or covenant upon the lends in the District. A taking of
any portion of the land in offect imposes a grester assessment or reaponsibility
on #ach acre of remeining land, It is upon this general theorxy that the Distriet
paoke 1o recover its loapes from the Stabe.

Panl lLemargle gave report on State Water Resources ko hring the members
of the Siate jfssociation up to date.

' The State Yater Resources Advisory Committee, consisting of fificen
megzhers representing the Stata’s various major waiter user groups including this
one, has hald regular monthly meetings for the past yeery, all of which have bheen
very wall attended. It has glso med several 4imes during the year wilth the Sube
gommities on Matural Resources of the lLegislative Counoll and itas several Task
Forces hava held or attended ananmevous meetingzs during thot period on the various
problems sasipgned bo them for sbudy.
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It has accumulated a greas amount of very worthwhile material relating
¥o water lamws, resources, problems and posaible solutions from all over the nation,
end it has reviewed and commented on gevsral new proposed laws and improvementas
in existing procedures for this State. However, axcept for some wrecommendations
with respeat to proposed flood condrol legislation as the result of last year's
disasirous {loods on the Coamt, it has mot recommended any changes in the water
lawa or procedures of this State so far.

The Committee hap been busy gatherimg all the available baakground
material and developing the problem areas in this State and it intentionally hes
not attempted to solve any of the Statels present or future water resource
problems ou a piece-meal basis. Its members all feel that those problems can
enly be polved satisfactorily through & comprehensive overall study sxiending
ovar & ¢onsiderable pericd of time followed by ccordinated recommesndations and
legislative action.

At the same time they have all, because of the magnitude of the task
agsigned to the Committee, now come to realize that, without funds, a staff, and
ga offics to do the detailed work, they, 25 a Committes {made up of volunisep
partetine advisory members having full-time jobs, oceupations, or businesses on
wilch they are dependent for 2 livellhood)}, will no% be able %o satisfactorily
complete the comprehensive study within a ressonsble period of %time, Hence, they
plan, through the Subcommittee of Natural Resources of the legislative Council,
to ask the next legislature to provide them with the funds, help, and facilities
negassary o do 80
