There was considerable discussion on the auditing and collecvion
of assessments., Assembling of datas; basis for making asscssments,
whether %o send guesstionaire of the irrigation districts,; sheould we
find out what the State Auditors want? Gale Sterling summed up the
discussion by saying, we should write the law ¢ ivrigation accounting,
collections and disbursements the way the irrigation districts wanti,
before soineone writes a law we don't want., DBill MeAnlis stated that
we do have to work with the County Preasurer and Auditor and that
pogaibly they would be happy to be relieved of some of the duties fhey
now pexform &t least in scme glasses of irrigation districtis.

There wes also discussion on whether the county or irrigation
districts should pay For aosessment sheeidsz and statemenis. Rosadell
Hoope stated that Seeredtary of irrigation districts collect toll
charges and the {ounty Treasuvver collecis assessments, Bill MeAnlis o
study and raport on suditing and collection of assessments.

Maurice Ahlguist brcught np the subject of nonwreimbursible funds
in comnection with the constryuction of future veciamation projects.

Dick Handrick broughit out the possibility of recreation of
fishing over-riding the righte of irrigation districts in regards to
regerveirs, Gale Sterling mentioned that recreation areas arve being
plarned along and around irvrigation canals and of the concern that
irrigation districts shoculd be concerned regarding the possibility of
lisble suits.

Van Nutley mentioned the importance of having by-laws, as present
or future directors may no% go a2long with decision of past directors.
By~lawvs after being adopted eould always be added to. 4s of now they
nust include only meeting place and tims, By-laws should be adepted by
each new hoszyd. It was suggested that a panal discussion on thi
subjeect bs held at annual necting.

Motion was made, seconded and passed to pay $100 to National
Reclamation Association. It was brought out in the disgussion that
the National Reclemation Assoclation helps our State Association by
keeping us posited and working on national legislation impeortent to
irpigation in the 17 weslern states.

Motion was made, seconded and passed to send president to next
Hational Assccladtion meeting.

Poul Lemergiec introfuced Paul Hamiliton, nmansgeyr of the Chamber of
Commexce of Ephrais., My, Hapilton was promoting the development of
the Columbia Basin project through having an office of the Commission
in Ephrata. Mo, Hamildon reguested the group o support the above.
