Secretary's roport wvas presented by Dave IZxown,

4 very comprehensive report on acpounting znd financial prase
tioes of Washington irrigation districts was pregentad by
Wiliiam MeAnlis {copies were made available at the meeting). It was
brought out that uniformity of progsedures and accounts should be
sought, possibly through modernization of irvigstion stafuies. In
the summary, Mr. HeAnlis recommended that a working commities be
appointed for a period of 2 years. They shall prepare a summary of
more nesessary shanges in legislation, draft of manval of fiscal and
accounting procedures, permissive legislation permifting districis %o
sonduct own affairs and also rooommendations regarding expenges of
commithee and atbtorney. Hr. MeAnlis stated he would not be able to
work on this committee this coming year.

Committee report on by=laws,; rules and ragulstions was praesesn-
tsd by Calvin Liebel, chairman of that coomitiec. He had asvailable
coples of 'Cutlines for Rules and Regulations®. Mr. liedbel went over
the outline, discussing what should he includad in each item. Group
discussion was very good during this rveport and it was the feoling of
the group that we now have a very good outline for by-laws and wulus
and regulations.

EKermit Budolf reported (his last report he Bays) on Kithitan vo.
State Highwsy. Hr. Rudolf &id not say or even intimate that it has
been malaly through his untiring effcerts that ivrigation districts
are mow protested by law regarding payment for lands in dirzigation
districts thas are taken fnr State Uipghweys. The group guave o
stending vote of thanks to Mr. Hudolf.

State Association and irrigeticn disitriets in goneral. ir. LoMarvgie
gave a report ou Siate of Washingion Comprehensive Vatler Rezource
planning bill and of the many oomplexities involved.

Resourees Advisory Commitiecs Yo $he State Loegislature, whiqh coms
mitiee hud drafted the »ill, wers in favor of having a ccmpreaised
grestly valered-doun version of it prepared and intreduced at the
next swaxion of thoe Legislature in ordoer fo get around the many
obioations fto the Bill that hed boeon waiged at the lazst seasion in
an effort te iry to get something paszsed as & starts btut thet, even
2 thay were succespful in getting such legisiation, 1% would
agsonzlish 1ittle o nothing, and shat he did znot frel o bill for
that purpese would he worthy of our suppert. o alsce indicated that
there was gowe doubi ws Yo whether any propused legislation on the
gubjeat would be introduced ai the nsxt sesaion.
