After ragisiration, coffee and donuts, meetiﬂg was called to order by
Prpaidentﬁan Be Nutley, at 10100 a.ns Van thanked Cal Liekel for the
excellsant arrangements and also itc Elmer Mellaniels and his committes for
the program ag it was set upe.

Pregident Ven gave a report on the activities of the Asgoclation for the
past year., He said that through the work of Cal Liebel, Chairman of the
Rules & Regulations and Bylaws Copmittee and others on this commiiiee a
real good oomprehensive cutline was now available to our irrigatiorn dise
tricts and should be of greazt help to them., The President reported that
through Hareld Bidemiller, Chairman of the Legislative Committee we were
very succeessful at the last Legislative Session, Also suggested by the
Pregident was t0 have our annual meeting elther the dey before or the dey
after the State Reclamation meeting and organize programs so that those
that wvanted o attend both meetings could work them in together. He
pointed out that our Associatlion cannot lobby for legislation but the
State and Naotional Reolamation Amsociantion can and would and has been 4o
our benefit to help them financially. Repeorting on the meeting with the
State Budget Ageneoy; he said that some of their Rules and Regulations did
not eeenm soceptable o irrigation districis,

Secretary's report was presented by Dave Brown along with the Trassurer's
report.

With Harold Eidemiller presiding, Van Nutley gave s report on Legislation,

on what had been accomplished by Harold Eidemiller and Kerrnit Rudolf and

that we wvere ¥ery fortuncte in what had been done was done wight. The bill
for directors compensation to $25 and 10¢ per mile vas passed. It was

menticned that a ruling from the Attorney Ceneral’e office did not think i%

wise to raise the compensaticn mnill after being elected. 1% was brought

out in the report that the State Association should give more support next
time {to the Bill allowing irrigation diastricis to acquirs water districis

if they desire. This b1l was written by Kermit Rudolf and Eldon Thomss

and is very mvch needed in the Spokans Vallay.

Bills about water rights are very important and should be closely wabeched,
The ®ill to register water rights should have passed becaume it was a good
bill and well written. Paul Lemargie and Henry Alexander vorked hard oa
the Water Resource Bill. I% was o good Dill buit probably lost due 4o
pressure from Pollution Conitrol. Bill regerding Munieipol olaim procesdure
passed and should help.

Hentioned also were some changes in State Retlrement,
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Bill {0 force irrigation districts to call for bids on all contracts or jobs
over $2500 did nct pass. This would have been very costly to irrigation
districts.

Members present were cauntioned %o kuow their election laws before the
next irrigation districi eleotioms.

John Walker spoke on the merger of smell irrigation districts. His $alk
cover six points; le.problems of emall irrigation distriets, 2esuggest
merger, 3.how to get 2 or % together, k,any improvements? S.how formed
if they get together, and 6,comslusion. MNr. VWalker felt that a lawrger
single legal organization could have beiter management, lower cost and
would be upgraded, also would ineresse {lexibility of water supplye.

Paul lemargie gave the legal side of the merging of small districts.

He said this may sound like a simple procedure but that it was not. In
this state i% is possible for irrigation districts %o consolidate {or
merge) into one sonsolidated district. Bonde or contracie of inecluded
districts are not impaired. Arrsungemenis can be made for dirsctor div-
isions. A former member of a comsolidated district may be excluded. In
some vestern states, irrigation districis ave autherized by statute to enter
into cooperative operaiing end msinitenance arrangements. In other western
states, their statutes provide for Joint operation and maintenence under
agreement without additionsl entity being established to conduct same., In
thiz state there iz no statute spsgifically asuthorizing cooperative ope
eration and maintenance, If though, the cooperation the districts have in
mind ips limited only to shering of & common mansger and leasing of equipe
ment from each other, it would appear this could be dome without further
legislation. In fact, it haz been done,

Mel Hagood, Irrigation Specialist from the State University gave a very
interesting and informative talk, He stated the overall farm efficiency
is low, Farms in the basin are 43% efficient; even with sprinklers only
60%, Ur. Hagood had chartz showing water use for different cvops. He
said the practice is to over-irrigate, which does waste fertilizer and
needed soil elements., Veter use is hard to sell, he sald, bu{ we are
making progressa

Ed FHeal, Director for Irrigation, Burean of Reclamaiion, Boise, Idaho spoke
on canzl losses, séepage evaporation and plant usage and that we would have

to adjust for soil depth. He said irvigation districts should sell water
nzage to water users.

Everyone took off an hour for lunch. A very fine lunch was served,
Elmer McDaniels presided over the meeting sfter lunch,

Gale Sterling spoke on steps to itake when the Highwey comes.

Gale has worked long and hard on Legislation and ecourt proceedings for

several years., He has been ianstrumenial in obiaining legislation that will
benefit any irrigation district being run throwgh with a highway.

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Maurice Ahlguist, Director of Depariment of Conservaition, gave a very
informative talk on Yater to the Southwest, He brought out thst for many
years there hag beem a muliitude of coippacte, much legislation and more
than considerable itallk about water to the southwest. Vhat ve need, Mr.
Ahlguist said, is a complete study of needs and rescurces. Ve are in no
prosition to bargain or oppose any proposal for water diversion. Ve do need
to protect area of origin. There will be political action in Vashington
