The historicsl interest and efforie of this
zmsecintion da pro@oting good legisladion in tho sres of wakter ressurces
conperyailon, uillization, snd manegement. is well recogmized by both the
execuiive and Legislative branzhes of our state goverament, and ¥ suspeck
that without it, the racvord awsbder of watersdeienied bills peswed by the
1567 legislature could not have been possible,

One of the pisces of legislation under congidsration by the legislative
loterin Commiitee on Waber Wemourtss just o yeor azs, was ihe Fegistration
and Relinguishment proposal. Sestion 1 of the bill ar it waes Finally
enacted asts forth the objectives of this ackt. 1€ reads:

. Tihe fudure growth and development of the state is

dependent wpon effective wanagemsot and officieat use of

¢f the stade's walter resourses. The purpose of thie act

ig to provide sdequabe records for 2fTficisnt adminise

tration of the stabke's waters, and fo cguse n retiun to

the state of any waber rights which ave no longer exsrcised

by pubting said waters to benefiesfal uss.™ »

The prineiple ves recogaized and supported by the irripeation disiricts
essociation, apd iandeed, I belisove L1 waes reaffirmed in texdimony prezenisd
to the Tnkérim Commitioo. Haod this not bosh the case, I suspsct thad
egriculiure, v the pajor vater wser {exclusive of nomeconsuamptive users
sush &9 power ur nawigebion interests), could have blocked the legisiation
from passege. - o

state exespt under the provizione of a perwit or certificate of wader right
as sct Forfh in the surface or ground water codes, thell file a sisbewment
of ¢leim for sgch right adsetddsd on or before July 1, 1972,

Jrrigation @istrict, them, are obvicusdy involwed s emong those
required to eomply, by virtuwe of inciusion, a9 either a publiic corporatiocn.
or a muaicipality, dpponding on vhe interpreds the definition.

Agpin it should be emphasised that only vested claime or appropriations
nade wnder suthority or oustom other than throvgh & surfste or growad water
permit or certificabe shall file 3 stalement of claim. The fTorae, instructicas,
and notices are to ko providad by the deparimsiht in the manner preseribed by
lav, end a register meiuntained in the depardment, making recosd of all claoime
recaivaed, '
