President Efmen McDanieds called the 1971 Annual Meeting to orden at 9:30 a,m,
In his nepont to the Association he expressed concern over the coming batitles
to be held on Legislative mattens and stated that the innigation districts were
not set up to gight these battles because o4 inddequate financing of the State
Association of Trnigation Distrnicts,

The following commititees were appointed by President McDaniels: Nominating
Committee, Dick Hendrick, Chainman, Russ Smith and Mel Stepon., Auditing
Committee, Mania KLug, Chairman, Dave Brown and Paul House,

Aflen appointment of the committees', President MeDaniels introduced Hennry
Vaneik, Chainman of the Legislative Commititee, and thanked him fon effonts
on behalf of the Lrnigation districts at the Legislative session,

Henny Vaneik gave a detailed neport on the various bills which were of interest
to the innigation distrnicts. The Treasuren's BLLL, H, B. 105, was considered
no Longen necessary and was not passed, The Labor bills, S.B, 162 and S.B, 627
were bogged down and Lost. H,B, 337 provided for disposal of abandoned rights-
of-way, an ernror was made by the codifiens, and the bill was passed in the onigi-
nal gorm instead of the amended form as approved by the Legislatons., H, B, 394,
the Waten Resources act 48 Livable and gives fair protection, JHR 21, the pho-
posed Law giving authornity to consolidate all districts will be on the next
general election ballot., S.B. 485, the open meeting Law was passed in the
Extra session, Mr, Vancik also neponted that HR, 71-87, study of the State
Reclamation Revoluing Fund was to be completed by January, 1973, session,

Paul Lemargie was moderator fon the Panel which discussed Legal mattens nelating
to inndgation distnicts. Leonand F, Jansen, Spokane, discussed prospective
Legislation negarnding wind enrosion, John A, Westland, Kennewick, spoke on the
cniteria forn assessing Lands and the possible results of settlements of cases
now in the cournts., Keamit Rudolf, Spokane, informed those present of the
Boundary Commission Review Board created in 1967 and of the far reaching effect
decisions made by this Board could have on property ownerships and irnigation
district boundary Lines, Walter Peterson, Jn,, Spokane, gave a talk on the

open public mating Law which was passed by the Legislature. There followed a
question and answer period, Each of the panelists took his tww answening the
questions asked him, Considerable intenest was shown in the open public meeting
Law and Lits nhamifications,
