Presdident Henry Vaneik called the 1972 Annual Meeting to orden at 9:35 a.m.

In his repont Zo the Assocdation, he stated that most changes in Water Resounrce
Activities were contrany to the best intenests of Innigation Distrnicts and theirn
way of doing business. He neponted that the Superion Court of the State of
Washington had nuled Zo include inigation districts in Washington Sitate Labon
Laws (Chapzer 108) and that the petition of the Roza Inrigation Distrnict for a
ne-hearning had been denied. He furthen stated that the Districts are out-voted
and must watch all Legislation carefully.

The nrepont of the Secrefary-Treasurer was presented to those attending the
meeting and L& attached.

The following commitiees wenre appointed by President Vancik: Nominating Committee,
Dick Hendnick, Chainman, Ed Anmbruster and Pete Thayer. Auditing Committee:
Dave Brown, Chaimman, W. G. Belcher and Gary Weston.

Aften appointing the committees, President Vancik introduced Efdon L. Thomas,
Chainman of the Legislative Committee. Mr. Thomas gave a repont on Legislative
mattens after which he introduced State Representative Inving Newhouse. Rep.
Newhouse gave a brief nepont on the Legislative climate to be expected at the
1973 session 4in OLympia. At this time the only billL sponsored by the State
Assoclation is a bill Zo correct enron 4in the abandoned night of way Law en-
acted by the 1971 Session of the Legislature.

Mr. Paul Lemargie, Field Soliciton for the Department of the Interior, was
moderaton §or the Panel which discussed Legal mattens nelating to irnigation
distnicts. Leonarnd F. Jansen, Spokane, discussed Labon Relations and the
possible situationswhich might arnise with regand to invigation distrnicts.
Walter Petenson, Spokane, spoke on the Liability of irnigation distnict
Directons and of the situations which codld cause them to be personally Liable
An certain types of suits. Kermit Rudolf, Spokane, explained the wonrk of the
Committee on the Ground Water Code, of which he is a membexr.

The presentations of the various panel members were well neceived and there were
many questions from those attending negarding the matters discussed. ALL present
approved having a panel discussion for the Annual Meeting in 1973.
