6. Distrnicts need to siness term"food"with Legisfatorns instead of
watenr.

1t was moved by Smith, seconded by Heminger and carnrnied that the President
appoint a committee to develop food policy for submission to those present
at the Annual Meeting to justify priornity §on continuing appropriations and
use of water gor the production of good forn the national and world needs.

I£ was moved by Heminger, seconded by Smith and carnied that the Board of
Directons approve the holding of the Annual Meeting at Yakima on Octoben
17, 1974.
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President Thomas appointed Ross Heminger to serve as chaiuman of the committee
referrned to above.  Members of the committee are as follows: Russell Smith,
Eldon Thomas, Ed Aumbruster and Van Nutley.

The problem of ground wateruns again discussed. 1t was stated that Mi. Biggs

had promised a rubing on the matter in August but it was the opinion of those
present that he did not intend to do this and that the matter would probably have
to go to cowt and would take years to be settled. 1t was felt that political
pressure shoutd be used to gorce action as soon as possible.  Aften fuwithen
discussion and considenation, it was moved by Nutley, seconded by Atmbruster

and carnied that the following resolution be adopted:
