He necommended that
Directon CLyde Enrmey of Zillah be appointed to his position on the Board of
Directons of the SAWID, 1t was moved by Heminger, seconded by Weston and carried
that the xecommendation of McDaniels be accepted and that CLyde Ermey, Director
0f the Sunnyside Valley Taigation Disinict,be appointed to the vacancy on the
Board of Dinectorns of the State Association of Washington Tnigation Districts.
