under Administrative Procedures Act 34.04.070 RCW and that the Association

adoption of chapter 173-596 WAC. 1t was determined that the Association should
join with someone who would create no problem as to Legal standing. As this WAC
uwill become effective within 30 days agter §iling date of June &, 1976, it was
the opinion of those present that any action taken must come within the 30 day
period, unless Lt can be determined that some other statute would extend the
time forn §iling of the suit.

1t was suggested that the D.0.E. may have slipped up in Procedure because no
Environmental Impact Statement on Negative Declaration was filed.
