Those present who had attended the hearing called by the State Senate Agriculture
Committee at Pasco regarding Lvdgation district election Laws and other matters
discussed some of the ramifications which could cause considerable problLems o
the innigation districts Lf the suggested changes were to be made in the present
Lows .

Engrossed Senate BALL 2480, which has been interpreted by State officials to include
dudigation districts, and which requires the payment of unemployment {nsurance cov-
erage Lo cerntain ghoups, was discussed at Length by several of the attorneys present.
1€ was suggested that possibly the Association should thy to obtain an Attorney
General's opinion on the matter. 1t was moved by Hendrick, seconded by Ned§ and
carried that the Association should take the position that we believe we are not
Ancluded in unemployment insurance coverage and wiite a Letter to that effect.
