Mr. & Mns. Harold Herrett of Cline ITnnigation District at Sequim, Washington and
welcomed them and all attending the meeting.

The President's Report included a neference to the Water Policy Papers of Mnr.

He stated that there might be 70,000 acres 4in
the South Cofumbia Basin Tnrigation District which would be ineligible to he-
cedive water under the present proposals.
