1t was determined that Washington State needs a repre-
sentative on this Committee s0 that it will be possible to get Senator Jackson's
support.

Jim Trull neported on the UnempLoyment Insurance progham, stating that the
Districts would have to pay the 3.3% and it was suggested that the Districts
shouwld go to the Legislature requesting that the City nate of 1.25% should
also apply to iviigation distrnicts. 1t was requested that we ask someone grom
State Employment Securnity Department Zo come to our Annual Meeting to discuss
this situation.

It was moved by Smith, seconded by Bailey and carried that the Association pay
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expense incwvred forn those who attended the insurance meeting at Moses Lake,
Washington.

After considerable discussion of the matter, it was decided to request an
opinion of the Attorney General reganding the Legal aspects of reorganization
0f the State Association of Washington Innigation Districts including a possible
mengern with the Washington State Reclamation Association.

I£ was moved by Finkelnburg, seconded by Neff and carried that the Association
duppont the Water Resowrces Management System Planning Program presented by

the Department of Ecology for the Columbia and Snake Rivers and that a Letter
be sent expressing this support.
