The board of directors of the Washington State Water Resources As-
soclation met jointly with the board of directors of the State Asso-
ciation of Washington Irrigation Districts on Wednesday, August 17,
1983, at the Sunnyside Valley Irrigation District office, 9th &
Franklin, Sunnyside, Washington. W.S.W.R.A. board members present
were Paul Chasco, John S. Mayo, Walt Peterson, Ron Van Gundy, Russ
Poff, Jim Webdb, Judy Bear, James W. Trull, Glen Fiedler, Rogers
Neff and Warren Dickman (11). S.A.W.I.D. board members present
were Paul Chasco, Walt Peterson, Ron Van Gundy, Jim Webb, Judy RBear,
James W. Trull and Rogers Neff (7). Also present were William C.
Kinsel, Chan Bailey, Randy Jackson, Nancy Ostby, Merle Gibbens, John
Westland, Allen Brecke and Jeanne Peck. John Grothe, Video Tape
Resources, and Rodney J. Carr, Charles P. Cervais Insurance Agency,
attended portions of the meeting also. President Warren Dickman
called the meeting to order at 10:12 z.m.

The minutes of the June 15, 1983 board of directors meeting were
considered. A MOTTON was made by Walt Peterson, seconded by Jim
Webb and carried that the minutes be approved. Mirnutes of the July
20, 1983 meeting were then addressed. A MOTION was made by Walt
Peterson, seconded by Ron Van CGundy and carried that the July minutes
be approved.

The financial report for S.A.W.I.D. indicated $30.08 income for the
month of July, no expenses and a total cash balance of B4 ,648.37,

A MOTION was made by Paul Chasco, seconded by Walt Peterson and
carried that the S.A.W.I.D. financial report be approved.

Income for W.S.W.R.A. was $132.79, expenses totalled $1,915.86 leav-
ing a balance of $5,410.98 as of 7/31/83. A MOTION was made by Glen
Fiedler, seconded by Ron Van Gundy and carried that the W.S.W.R.A.
financial report be approved.

John Westland reported that the Washington State Court of Appeals
has granted permission to the Association to file an Amicus Curize
brief in support of the motion for reconsideration in the case of

Wenatchee Reclamation District ve. Mustell. In addition, the Court
has granted an extension in the deadline for filing the brief until
September 1, 1983. The original deadline had been set for August 18,
1983. Assisting Mr. Westland in the preparation of this brief are
Kermit Rudelf, Walt Peterscn and Allen RBrecke. Comments are to be
submitted to Mr. Westland's office by August 24, 1983, It was
noted that the situation had been further complicated by the recent
death of Judge C. J. Roe, whe had written *he Opinion. A decision

is not expected for about two months. The Washington Association of
County Officials has been apprised of our activities in this area and
have requested that they be informed of any new developments. lowever,
they do not wish to be a party to this action. It wae suggested that

Bob Lee, staff representative to the Senate Lg Committee, be alerted
to this situvation in case it becomes necess2rv to seek corrective
