Doyle Mathews and Jeanne Peck. President Warren Dickman called the
meeting to order at approximately 10:10 a.m.

Minutes of the August 17, 1983 meeting were addressed. 4 MOTION was
made by Walt Peterson, seconded by Ron Van Gundy and carried that the
minutes be approved with the corrections noted at the September 21,
1963 meeting. A MOTION that the minutes of the September 21, 19873
meeting be approved as mailed was made by Walt Peterson. The motion
wag geccnded by Ron Van Gundy and carried.

The S.A.W.I.D. financial report indicated income of $58.27, no current
expenses and a cash balance as of 9/30/83 of $4,737.7L. A MOTION was
made by Walt Peterson, seconded by Ron Van Gundy and carried that the
S.AW.I.D. financial report be approved.

W.S.W.R.A. income for September was $252.29, expenses totalled $2,072.46,
leaving a cash balance at month end of ¢~,069 39. A review of income
from dues for 1963 indicated two new irrigation district members; Agnew
Irrigation District and Highland Irrigation District, both located in
Sequim. Irrigation districts which paid dues in 1982 but have not paid
dues this year totalled 17. In addition to the new district members,
32 new general members have Jjoined W.S.W.R.A. This includes 2 regional
btusinesses, 6 local businesses and 24 individuals. Projected expenses
for the remainder of the year total $6,376.17 assuming a paymeﬂu of
$1,100.00 to NWRA on outstanding dues of $5,200.00. Projected income
based only on firm cemmittments for dues and other estimates will be
about ¢3 725.00. This would leave a balance at year end of approxi-
mately $18.00. Total expenses could be reduced by about $600.00 if

the executive secretary does not attend the NWRA convention in Tulsa.
Additional cash carry over could be garnered by charging a fee for re-
vised pages of the Irrigation Laws handbook. Following discussion,

Ron Van Gundy made a MOTIQON that the possibility of a transfer of
S.A.W.I.D. funds be addressed prior to a determination being made on
the W.3.W.R.A. budget. The motion was seconded by Rogers Neff and
carried. A MOTION was made by Ron Van Gundy and seconded by Judy

Bear that $4,100.00 be transferred from the S.A.W.I.D. fund to the
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
