Pregident Warren Dickman called the meeting to order shortly after
7:00 a.m.

The report from the nominating committee, given by Chairman Jim
Trull, recommended the following slate of officers for W.S.W.R.A.:

There were no additional nominationsand a MOTION +o elect those placed
in nomination by the committee was made, seconded and carried with
no dissenting votes.

The President then appointed John Mayo as Alternate National Director.

Addressing proposed ground water legislation, the executive gecretary
reported that a new draft bhill authored by the Department of Ecology
and calling for a one year study of the issue had been submitted a+t
the AWWA water users committee meeting on November 3rd in Olympia.
Glen Fiedler added that the bill was not received favorably by all
parties. Apparently, Dennis Coburn of the Clark County PUD, will be
pursuing other legislation which would turn over ground water manage-
ment to local government. Rep. Jerry Ellis also intends to introduce
8 study bill as revealed during her luncheon address on Thursday.
Following lenghty discussion, Russ Smith made a MOTTON that W.3.W.R.A.
reaffirm it position on water management throughout the State being
ft in the control of the Department of Ecology and that it not be
Iragmented into local control or otherwise. The motion was seconded
and carried unanimously. Jim Trull requested that Glen Fiedler pre-
pare a summary of the bills and concepts entertained by various spon-
gors to date for the board to address at the December meeting.

Discussion of the 1984 preliminary budget followed. Russ Smith Sug-
gested that an inflationary factor be considered when determinin
dues for 1%84. President Paul Chasco requested that in addition to
1984 budget projections and the 1983 budget comparison, the actual
expenses expected Tor 1983 alsc he shown on the budget report for
