BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

December 6, 1985

The board of directors of the Washington State Water
Resources Association met on Friday, December 6, 1985, in
the Suncrest Room of the Holiday Inn, 9 North 9th Street,
Yakima, Washington.

There being no additional nominations from the floor, Jim
Trull moved that a unanimous ballot be cast for the slate of
officers presented by the Nominating Committee. The motion
was seconded by Walt Peterson. MOTION CARRIED

Newly elected President, Ron Van Gundy, called for discus-
sion of the 1986 Budget noting that there was a 3% increase
proposed in the Executive Secretary's salary. It was moved
by Chan Bailey and seconded by John Mayo that the budget be
approved as presented. MOTION CARRIED.

The 1986 budget was established on the basis of no increase
in basic dues however the supplemental assessment authorized
in 1985 to cover the special attorney fee's associated with
drafting the foreclosure legislation has not yet been bill-
ed. Therefore it was moved by Rogers Neff that 1986 dues be
billed at the same rate as established for 1985 plus a sepa-
rate line it. prorating the costs of the legal fees to mem-
ber irrigation districts. The motion was seconded by Jack
Holcroft. MOTION CARRIED.
